Extension to our Surgery

We have recently been granted planning permission for a large extension to the rear of the surgery. Our existing building was completed in 1993 and despite a number of small alteration projects since then all clinical rooms are now fully occupied and we have very little space for the future development of the practice or to handle to proposed increase in the local population. 

Our new extension will give us additional consulting rooms and office accommodation over two floors allowing us to enhance the services we already provide whilst at the same time giving us the option of exploring new services.

Although we have no fixed start date for this project, once work commences we expect it to take around 32 weeks. Part of this project involves development and improvements to our car park. The layout of the car park will change in order to increase capacity.

Provisional work in the car park has already taken place with the removal of trees and extensive areas of vegetation; however, large-scale alterations will not take place until work on our extension starts.

With any such work of this size and nature there will inevitably be some disruption, we will however aim to ensure this disruption is kept to a minimum.

Once building works are completed we feel sure that our premises will be of the highest standard allowing us maintain and improve our provision of medical services for the local population.
