We are a General Medical Services (GMS) practice offering primary care services for the diagnosis and prevention of disease. We aim to help patients to manage their health and prevent illness. Our clinical staff assess, diagnose, treat and manage illness. They carry out screening for some diseases and promote general health and wellbeing with our main objection being the diagnosis and prevention of disease.

Our GPs act as a patient’s advocate, supporting and representing a patient’s best interests to ensure they receive the best and most appropriate health and/or social care. They also provide the link to further health services and work closely with other healthcare colleagues. They may also arrange hospital admissions and referrals to other services and specialists and link with secondary and community services about patient care, taking advice and sharing information where needed. They also collect and record valuable information from other healthcare professionals involved in the treatment of our patients. 
Our GPs are also involved in the education and training of doctors, practice staff and other healthcare professionals.

Our Dispensary is located in out Carlton Surgery and we offer our Dispensing service to all patients who are eligible and who are registered with either Carlton or Riccall Surgery.


The Practice also carries out occasional ad hoc regulated activities at The Summit, Selby Leisure Village, Scott Road, Selby, YO8 4BL
These include vaccinations & immunisations, diagnostic and screening procedures, treatment of disease, disorder or injury and family planning as well as none regulated activities such as group support & education sessions.
